ARGOSI Training Materials Guidelines
This set of ARGOSI training materials has been designed to be able to be used in a number of flexible ways. There are four annotated PowerPoint presentations available that can be used or repurposed to form a number of different lengths of courses, based on three outline structures that can be tailored to suit your needs and the time available.

Three suggested formats, with approximate timings, are: 

1. Workshop (90 minutes). 

2. Full day course (5.5 hours, e.g. 10am – 4pm)

3. Two day course (12 hours, e.g. 11.30am – 5.30pm / 9.30am – 2.30pm)

These notes provide an overview of the PowerPoints and typical session plans for each of the three structures described above. All of the components, activities and timings can be further amended to suit specific training contexts or audiences. 

Training components
The presentations cover five elements:

1. Introduction (intro.ppt). Overview of the session and the project.

2. Playing the game (playing.ppt). Hands-on experience with game challenges.

3. The ARGOSI framework (framework.ppt). Overview of the ARGOSI reusable model and the components available.
4. ARG activity (activity.ppt). Development of ideas for participants’ own contexts.
5. Conclusions (conclusions.ppt). Next steps, questions and close.

Each of the presentations available are provided for the two-day version of the course and can be cut down (and added to) as required. The table below shows a summary of suggested different versions of the elements that can be combined to create each of the three courses described above.
